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Week 3: I Will Speak the Truth 

Dear Families, 

This week in TFA Kids, your child learned that telling the truth is always the right choice—even when it’s 
hard. In our lesson from Acts 14, we read about Paul the Apostle and Barnabas, who were traveling and 
telling people the good news about Jesus Christ. 

During their journey, God performed a miracle through them. A man who had never walked was healed! 
The crowd was amazed, but they misunderstood what had happened. Instead of praising God, the people 
thought Paul and Barnabas were gods and wanted to worship them. 

Paul and Barnabas had an important decision to make. They could have accepted the praise, but instead 
they chose to tell the truth. They quickly explained that they were just ordinary people and that God was 
the one who performed the miracle. 

Later, some people became angry about the truth Paul was preaching about Jesus. They even attacked 
Paul and tried to stop him from sharing the message. But even after being hurt, Paul got up and 
continued sharing the truth. 

This story reminds us that speaking the truth can sometimes be difficult. We may worry about getting in 
trouble, losing a game, or not fitting in with others. But when we tell the truth, we honor God and show 
others that we follow Him. 

FAITH FACT for this week: I will speak the truth. 

Say this together throughout the week and remind your child that God gives us the courage to tell the 
truth in every situation. 

BIBLE STORY 

Acts 14:8–20 

Read together about how Paul healed a man who could not walk and how the crowd mistakenly tried to 
worship Paul and Barnabas. Even though it would have been easier to accept the praise, Paul and 
Barnabas told the truth that the miracle came from God. 

Later, some people became angry about Paul’s message about Jesus and attacked him. Even after being 
hurt, Paul continued sharing the truth. 

Help your child understand that telling the truth honors God—even when it’s hard. 

MEMORY VERSE 
“ Don't copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by 
changing the way you think.” Romans 12:2 
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Tip: Practice saying this verse once a day—at dinner, in the car, or before bedtime. Talk about why truth 
is important and how God helps us be honest. 

FAMILY DISCUSSION QUESTIONS 

Use these questions during a meal or bedtime: 

●​ What miracle did God perform through Paul? 
●​ Why did the people think Paul and Barnabas were gods? 
●​ What did Paul and Barnabas do when people tried to worship them? 
●​ Why can telling the truth sometimes be hard? 
●​ How can God help us be brave enough to tell the truth? 

FAMILY ACTIVITY 

Choose one or more activities to do together this week: 

●​ Cupcake Credit: Bake or bring a treat together and talk about how important it is to give credit to 
the right person. 

●​ Truth Scenarios: Take turns acting out situations where telling the truth might be difficult (losing 
a game, breaking something, etc.) and talk about the right choice. 

●​ Bible Time: Read Acts 14:8–20 together and discuss what Paul and Barnabas did when people 
misunderstood the miracle. 

●​ Truth Challenge: Each family member shares one time when telling the truth was hard but the 
right thing to do. 

●​ Truth Reminder: Write the Faith Fact on a sticky note and place it somewhere visible in your 
home this week. 

After each activity, say together:  “I will speak the truth!” 

PRAYER TO PRAY TOGETHER 

“God, thank You for showing us what is true. Help our family always choose honesty, even when it’s 
difficult. Give us courage like Paul and Barnabas to speak the truth and honor You in everything we do. 
Amen.” 

FAMILY CHALLENGE 

Ask your child to share one situation this week where they can choose to tell the truth.
