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Week 3: Leading by Example

This week in TFA Kids, your child learned that they are never too young to lead when they follow 
Jesus. We talked about how kids can be leaders by the choices they make every day — at home, at 
school, and with friends.

Bible Story: Timothy learns to lead

Big Idea: You’re never too young to lead when you follow Jesus. 

Object Lesson: We used a flashlight to show that even a small light can help others see. In the 
same way, kids can lead by example when they make godly choices. 

MEMORY VERSE

Tip: Say the verse once a day this week — at breakfast, in the car, or before bed. 

FAMILY DISCUSSION QUESTIONS 

Use these questions during a meal, bedtime, or car ride: 

1.​ What does it mean to lead by example? 
2.​ Why do you think God wants kids to be leaders too? 
3.​ How did Timothy lead even though he was young? 
4.​ What is one way our family can shine God’s light this week? 
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FAMILY ACTIVITY: SHINE YOUR LIGHT CHALLENGE 

Choose one way to practice leading by example as a family this week: 

●​ Use kind and encouraging words 
●​ Help others without being asked 
●​ Tell the truth, even when it’s hard 
●​ Pray together each day 
●​ Show patience and love 

Each day, look for chances to shine your light for Jesus. 

At the end of the week, talk about: 

●​ What was easy? 
●​ What was hard? 
●​ How did it feel to lead by doing what’s right? 

PRAYER TO PRAY TOGETHER Pray this together before serving others: 

“Dear God, Thank You for making us new in Jesus. Help our family lead by example with our words and 
actions. Help us shine Your light wherever we go. Amen.”
