●​ Serve someone in your home without being asked. 
●​ Write an encouraging note to someone who might feel left out. 
●​ Share a favorite snack with someone else. 
●​ Invite someone new to sit with you at lunch or church. 

After each activity, say together: “I will put others first!”
